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Billy Kennedy explores the sent and sending God

I first heard the expression Missio Dei at a
conference we held in Southampton in 2008
with author and missiologist, Mike Frost. It is
a theological term that literally translates as
the ‘sending of God’ and it was first coined
by a German theologian, Karl Hartenstein,
in 1934.

The concept of Missio Dei isthat mission is not
primarily an activity of the church but rather an
attribute of God. God is a missionary God. He is both
the sent and sending God.

The Father sends the Son,
The Father and the Son send the Spirit,

The Father and Son and the Sirit send the church
into the world.

Mission comes Prst from the heart of God and we

are caught up in it rather than initiating it. Mission
is primarily the work of God and we participate
with God in what He is doing.

Jugen Moltmann, in his book The Church in the
Power of the Spirit: A Contribution to Messianic
Ecclesiology writes, Gt is not the church that hasa
mission of salvation to fulPl in the world; it isthe
mission of the Son and the Spirit through the Father
that indudes the church.0

Missio Dei sees our mission as stemming from
the Triune God. God is continually reaching
beyond Himself, reaching out, looking for waysto
demonstrate Hislove. It isthat Row that God calls
usto share in.

David d Bosch, Transforming Mission, writes, @ur
mission has not life of its own: only in the hands of
the sending God can it truly be called mission. Not
least since the missionary initiative comes from God

alone. Mission isthereby seen as a movement from
God to the world; the church isviewed as an instrument
for that mission. There is church because there is
mission, not vice versa. To participate in mission is

to participate in the movement of God®love toward
people, since God is a fountain of sending love.O

God®@mission isthe salvation of humankind and the
restoration of creation. Thisisthe grand narrative, the
big story. God isin pursuit of a people on earth among
whom He can dwell. Thisisthe story that beginsin the
Garden of Een in Genesis and culminatesin the city of
God coming down to earth in the book of Revelation.

It isthis mission that we are called to share in. Every
time we proclaim the good news about ksus, we feed
a hungry person, we pray for healing, we counsel a
married couple towards reconciliation, we speak up

on behalf of the weak or vulnerable, we raise money
to establish an orphanage overseas, we see unjust
laws overturned or smile at a neighbour. Brery time
we bring a bit more of heaven onto the earth we
participate in God® mission. We must learn to ask the
questions, @Vhat is God up to?Oand Glow can we get
involved?0

Over the past few years we have found ourselves
involved in areas of mission that we stumbled into
rather than strategised our way into. \We run a project

for the homeless that began 18 months ago when 20
homeless guys turned up at our building one Sunday
afternoon. Now we feed up to 100 people every week,
we have a team of 40 volunteers, many of whom are
not yet Christian, and last Sunday we baptised one of
the guyswho has come to Christ through thiswork.

Three years ago we were approached by alocal church
working on a deprived inner city estate asking for
help. We sent down worship leaders and speakers and
eventually we sent a couple to lead that community.
When we were approached by the church they had

8 people in the congregation. Today more than 70
people gather each Sunday and they are engaging in
all sorts of community outreach.

We are learning that God is more committed to mission
than we could ever be because it is His nature, it is
who He is. We simply need to be able to see what He is
doing and willing to participate with Him.

in Navortas, Manila. Families live amongst piles of
rotting rubbish and human and animal waste and, as
aresult, disease is rampant.

In February 2009 a Links @mmunity Healthcare
team taught a group of mumsfrom the cemetery

basic hygiene. They were galvanised into action!
They set to work with shovels and deared a large
space around the school building where children
had been knee deep in waste. The team returned
the next day to discover the children had chalked
a hopscotch and were playing a on dean piece of
concrete.

Hated by their success the mums contacted the local
council and arranged for a community dean-up

day. A small Links gift enabled three large, portable
rubbish bins to be built. The next challenge? Teaching
the community to use the bins!

We are very aware of how closely the
objectives of Links International reflect the
United Nations Millennium Declaration.
The declaration in the form of Millennium
Development Goals (MDGs) is made up of
8 goals, 21 targets and 60 indicators for
measuring progress up to 2015.

These are all areas that we are working into
from the bottom up. It is heartening to know
that nationally multiple non-health sectors
are also working on these areas. Feedback
received on a recent Links Gdmmunity
Healthcare trip to Uganda illustrates how the
MDGs are being addressed through our work.
These quotes are from some of those who
received training on a previous trip and had
come back for more.

ONfter you taught us about nutrition | re-

and we have seen that there ismuch less
diarrhoea and sickness in adults and childrenO

This most recent trip included training on nutrition,
HIV/ AIDS sanitation, family planning, Christian
Kingdom values in marital relationships and helping
women with common health issues.

The first Marriage Encounter in Rwanda was
attended by 19 couples, at least 4 of whom
were saved from divorce. The worship was
fantastic and everyone gave testimony of how
God had moved in their marriages. Ruth and |
prayed for couples that had been on the verge
of divorce, with prophetic words for each
couple. Communion and prayers between
couples brought many tears.

Brening youth meetings were attended by 50
young people, talking about marriage preparation
and staying pure. Two cauples from the Encounter
came to give testimony. The reports caning from
this meeting included: @ne of the best meetings
and we discussed rea issues that affect us.O

The second Ehcounter included amongst its
participants the Minister for Gabinet Affairs o the
Rwandan Government and wife. Again there were
many testimonies of changed marriages and how
God had spoken through the seminars.

Rwanda and Uganda: February/ March 2009 Malawi and Tanzania: April 2009

Uganda

In Uganda more than 80 people attended six
days of seminars which we ran across three
locations. The Marriage Encounter at Lweza,
Uganda Church Training and Conference Centre
was attended by 23 couples, some of whom
who had attended the seminars.

Many testimonies were given of how God had met
them in their need within their marriages, including
a Pastor who had not cared about his wife and

had repented and asked for forgiveness. There was
great celebrations over this as many of the cauples
knew of the problems in this I%s_tor@ marriage.

Malawi

For this mission we had the pleasure of John
and Brenda Thomas being with us for the
whole trip and then Paul and Lynne Day
joining us in Tanzania.

In Changanga 25 cauples registered for the
Marriage Ehcounter but several more attended and
resided locally. Testimonies were given on Sunday
morning of how God had changed lives.

We also ran a number of marriage seminars in
different locations. At one of these the local village
chief was very excited about the change that had
occurred in his marriage after an Ehcounter and
asked us if we cauld run a Marriage Encounter in
his \illage next time.

Tanzania

A Marriage Encounter with 35 couples was
the largest Encounter that we have run, and
many Pastors and their wives were present.
The actual programme changed as we went
through the two days. We saw God move and
many testimonies were given of changed
relationships.

Albert: We are now only three days old in
marriage, we have lived together for 27 years.
Now we are sweet to each other. | have been a
Pastor for 15 years and I have just come to realise
that all these 15 years that I have worked for the
Lord have just been crossed out until 3 days ago,
because I had not been a proper husband.
